PART-TIME JOB
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Generally, international students are not permitted to work part-time; however, by obtaining
permission from the Immigration Bureau, you may work up to 28 hours per week (during long
school vacations, up to 8 hours per day and 40 hours per week) . However, working in the adult
entertainment industry or similar businesses is prohibited.

We will hold an information session on part-time work after you enroll, so please wait until you have
attended this session before starting any part-time work.lf you work part-time for one month, you
can expect to earn approximately 110,000 to 130,000 yen. Monthly living expenses in Sendai range
from about 80,000 to 120,000 yen.

While studying abroad, please remember that you came to Japan to study, and be sure to follow the
rules when working part-time.
